#2: The God Who Convicts

1. Understand why
John 16:8 And when he comes, he will convict the world of its sin,
and of God'’s righteousness, and of the coming judgment.

1 Peter 1:13-16 As obedient children, do not be conformed to the
former lusts which were yours in your ignorance, but like the Holy
One who called you, be holy yourselves also in all your behavior;
because it is written, “You shall be holy, for | am holy."

a) My
Ephesians 4:30 And do not bring sorrow to God'’s Holy Spirit by the
way you live. Remember, he has identified you as his own,
guaranteeing that you will be saved on the day of redemption.

b) My sinful choices
1 Thessalonians 5:19 Do not quench the Spirit.

2 Corinthians 3:18 And the Lord—who is the Spirit—makes us more
and more like him as we are changed into his glorious image.

a) Pay attention
1 Timothy 1:19 Cling to your faith in Christ, and keep your conscience clear.
For some people have deliberately violated their consciences; as a result,
their faith has been shipwrecked.

b) Agree with Him
I John 1:8-9 If we claim we have no sin, we are only fooling ourselves and
not living in the truth. But if we confess our sins to him, he is faithful and
just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all wickedness.

c) Ask
Luke 11:3 Forgive us our sins...

d) Remember God’s
Psalm 139: 23-24 Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me
and know my anxious thoughts. Point out anything in me that
offends you...
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Psalm 103:12 He has removed our sins as far from us as the east is
from the west.

Isaiah 1:18 Come now, let's settle this," says the LORD. "Though your
sins are like scarlet, | will make them as white as snow. Though they
are red like crimson, | will make them as white as wool.”

Colossians 2:13 Then God made you alive with Christ, for he forgave
all our sins.

Psalm 5:4 For You are not a God who takes pleasure in wickedness;
no evil dwells with You.

Isaiah 59:2 But your iniquities have separated you from your God;
your sins have hidden His face from you, so that He will not hear.

Colossians 1:22 Yet now he has reconciled you to himself through the
death of Christ in his physical body. As a result, he has brought you
into his own presence, and you are holy and blameless as you stand
before him without a single fault.

Ephesians 5:3 But among you there must not be even a hint of sexual
immorality, or of any kind of impurity, or of greed, because these are
improper for God’s holy people.

2 Corinthians 7:1 Therefore, since we have these promises, dear
friends, let us purify ourselves from everything that contaminates
body and spirit, perfecting holiness out of reverence for God.

Hebrews 10:14 For by that one offering he forever made perfect those
who are being made holy.

1 Thessalonians 4:3 God’s will is for you to be holy, so stay away from
all sexual sin.
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
