Jesus also spoke of hell using other terms, such as “destruction,” 
“fire/flame,” and “condemnation/perishing.” 

 
Matthew 13:40 Therefore as the tares are gathered and burned in the fire, 
so it will be at the end of this age. 
 

Matthew 13:42 …and will cast them into the furnace of fire. There will 
be wailing and gnashing of teeth. 
 

Mark 12:40 …who devour widows’ houses, and for a pretense make 
long prayers. These will receive greater condemnation. 
 

John 5:29 …and come forth; those who have done good, to the 
resurrection of life, and those who have done evil, to the resurrection 
of condemnation. 
 

Matthew 10:28 Do not be afraid of those who kill the body but cannot 
kill the soul. Rather, be afraid of the One who can destroy both soul 
and body in hell. 
 

Matthew 23:33 You snakes! You brood of vipers! How will you escape 
being condemned to hell? 
 

Mark 9:43-48 "If your hand causes you to stumble, cut it off. It is 
better for you to enter life maimed than with two hands to go into 
hell, where the fire never goes out. And if your foot causes you to 
stumble, cut it off. It is better for you to enter life crippled than to 
have two feet and be thrown into hell. And if your eye causes you to 
stumble, pluck it out. It is better for you to enter the kingdom of God 
with one eye than to have two eyes and be thrown into hell, where 
'the worms that eat them do not die, and the fire is not quenched.'" 
 

Luke 12:5 But I will show you whom you should fear: Fear him who, 
after your body has been killed, has authority to throw you into hell. 
Yes, I tell you, fear him. 
 

Matthew 25:41 Then he will say to those on his left, 'Depart from me, 
you who are cursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his 
angels.'
