Mark 10:43-45 Whoever wants to be a leader among you must be
your servant, and whoever wants to be first among you must be the
slave of everyone else.

Philippians 2:5-8 You must have the same attitude that Christ Jesus
had.

When he appeared in human form, he humbled himself in obedience
to God and died a criminal’s death on a cross.
